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Ramon Garcia Garibay was interviewed on November 23, 1977 at his home in 
Pinedale, California. He was born in Samora, Michoacán, Mexico in 1897. He 

immigrated through El Paso, Texas and came to California in 1918. In 1926, he 
came to Pinedale, California to work in the saw mills of the Sugar Pine Lumber 
Company. Garibay describes the work at the mill and the 400 workers who came to 

work from Fresno by streetcar. Before he worked at the lumber mill, he worked in 
the Fresno hospital in the laundry between 1921 and 1925 while living in Fowler. 

Garibay describes Prohibition, the Depression, and World War II. He shares his 
views on the Mexican community and the discrimination they faced after the war 
when more Mexicans arrived to work in local agriculture. Garibay describes going to 

Fresno’s Chinatown to the Azteca Theater to watch movies.
